
Overview
The Pertronic 100 Vrms Strobe Interface board allows 
System Sensor SpectrAlert strobes to be connected to 
Pertronic 100 Vrms Amplifier Audio Lines.

Operation:
When the Alert or Evacuation signal is transmitted on the 
amplifier’s 100 Vrms Audio Line, the 100 Vrms Strobe 
Interface board will supply 24 Vdc (nominal) to the strobe 
units.
The strobes will function normally during the EVAC Tone, 
but may not during the Alter Tone as the pauses in this tone 
pattern may prevent the strobes being driven adequately. 
During the speech portion of the EVAC and ALERT tones, 
the strobe units will not flash.
The 100 Vrms strobe interface board can operate 1 or 2 
System Sensor strobes (link selectable) at 24 Vdc.
MJ1 strobe selection Link:	
•	 Link MJ1 is fitted for 2 strobes
•	 Link MJ1 is omitted for 1 strobe

Pertronic 50W, 24V Amp 8 (16 strobes, 40W max) 12 (36W max)

Speakers may be included on the 100 Vrms line provided the power capacity of the amplifier is not exceeded.
